Revised CSv2 Implementation Guide

The Collaborative Stage Data Collection System (CSv2) Implementation Guide has been revised to include clarifications of processes and data items.  There are two documents posted on the CSv2 web site under the Coding Instructions Section (http://cancerstaging.org/cstage/manuals/index.html).  The CSv2_Implementation Guide Revised. PDF file highlights in yellow changes made to the original document (dated January 20, 2010).  There is also an MSWord version of the same document without the highlights.

The sections with the major changes are listed below along with the type of change.
· Section 1 – addition of the Release Versions

· Section 2:  clarification of CS Version Input Current and Original and when to update CS Version Input Current and what CS fields trigger an update to CS Version Input Current

· Section 4: clarification of Schema Discriminators, Tables used in stage derivation, OBSOLETE DATA codes/actions, and cases needing review or recoding.
· Section 5:  
· clarification of coding for non-collected data fields (5.2)
· updating existing data (5.3):  The statement ‘After installation and conversion of data, if any case is reviewed and updated to use a CSv2 code, the entire case must be reviewed and changed to use CSv2 codes across all’ was modified to allow more flexibility in updating cases diagnosed before 2010 and converted from CSv1.

· special consideration for updating cases coded in CSv1 (5.4)

· Section 8:  new information on the AJCC Staging Desk Reference.

· Section 10:  clarification on Case Consolidation and updates on CSv1 records (10.6)

· Section 11:  Information on updating CS Version Input Current on 2010 cases that are reviewed (11.6) and information on the new SEER Abstract Addendum Generator for 2010 cases originally coded under CSv1.
· Appendix E2:  Updating of SEER Program requirements
